Unit 1 – Greek Tragedy – Oedipus

The play Oedipus will be read with students in class.  Class discussion topics will include the elements of drama, characterization, the significance of characters, irony, conflict and theme.  

Students will complete content and comprehension questions as nightly homework. Any daily class check of homework may be recorded under Reading and Viewing .The completed set of questions will be recorded under Reading and Viewing as an assignment.  

Upon completion of the play, students will complete a comprehension quiz.  Because the play is studied through oral reading and guidance in class, the quiz will include a Listening component and be recorded in the Viewing and Listening category.
